Snow cover conditions and avalanche danger: Expected rising temperatures that will lead to an increase in natural avalanches, but will alsodecrease
the presence of fragile layers within the snowpack, making wind-blown accumulationsless stable, especially on shaded slopes at high altitudes. On the Alps
and Prealps, avalanchedanger is 2 (moderate): at all exposures, triggered slabs and loose snow may occur, mainly withhigh overload but. on northerly-exposed,
very steep slopes, and also on other slopes duringwarmer hours, the chance of generally medium-sized, triggered slabs, even with the passage ofsingle skiers-
hikers still exists. Small- and medium-sized natural avalanches are possiblethroughout, especially near rock formations on sunny slopes. Continued chance of
triggeredground avalanches on southern, steep grassy slopes. Pay careful attention to the presence ofcracks in the snowpack.

Chance of both natural and triggered avalanches, generally with high overload.
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Weather by OSMER - ARPA FVG:
Usually clear or slightly cloudy skies over the
Alps, from partly cloudy to variable over the

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Snow cover conditions and avalanche danger: Cloudy skies are expected with continued mild temperatures at high altitudes, which can favornatural
avalanches, especially in the afternoon.
